GROUND COVER

One of the many advantages of Ground Cover
plants is their suppression of weeds, however,
they should never be regarded as eliminators
of established weeds - before planting, always
remove every bit of perennial weed root from
the soil. Deep rooted weeds such as Couch
Grass, Thistles, Dandelions etc., need to_be
treated with “Tumbleweed’ prior to planting.

Ground Cover plants are low growing and
spread to form a dense, leafy mat. They can
be used in permanent planting to cover areas
of ground and provide colour from flowers
and foliage. There are numerous uses for
Ground Covers - they provide greenery
beneath taller shrubs and trees, hide stumps

and manhole covers, edge shrubberies, g,me plants are more tolerant of certain

clothe low walls and cover banks.

Planting

Good preparation is important and this encourages the
plant to quickly establish itself. This is done by simply
digging over the area and incorporating peat and

bonemeal at the same time.

Sometimes, better results are achieved by planting in
groups of three’s or five’s, however this does depend on
the vigour of the plant and the area to be covered. Please ask us for advice when selecting ground cover plants.
